	RISULTATI DI APPRENDIMENTO ATTESI


	The urban regeneration and sustainability course is aimed at learning the tools and techniques of urban planning with particular regard to the sector and develops through the articulation of theoretical lessons, seminars and exercises in the classroom on the topics covered. It will be a preliminary examination of the foundations of the technique and of the traditional urban planning, and the development of methodologies aimed at studying the changes affecting the degraded areas, the historical centers, the changes in society and the relations with the city and its transformations. . At the end of the course the student will have acquired the necessary information of the regional urban and sectorial legislation, the new urban programs and the innovations related to the elaboration of operational and implementation modalities.

The theme of the course will be based on a theme chosen annually by the teaching on the basis of the issues covered by "urban debate" and the planning and development needs of the area in question.


	MODALITA’ DI VALUTAZIONE 
	The examination will be based on the evaluation of the classroom exercises, on the learning of the methodologies and on the outcome of the project elaboration object of the course.


	OBIETTIVI FORMATIVI
	The course is part of the logic of overcoming the phase of urban expansion and the degradation of the environment, to enter the regeneration of existing heritage and environmental sustainability. Therefore the Course is aimed at specializing students in the field of urban planning and planning through the regeneration of the existing building and urban heritage, and the urban environment, according to the canons of sustainability.

The training course is centered on the disciplinary skills of civil engineering, architecture and urban planning, which are flanked by the necessary knowledge in the legislative field.


	ORGANIZZAZIONE DELLA DIDATTICA
	The student will develop these skills through a didactic organization articulated in lectures and laboratory activities that will be explained through the exercise and review of the materials produced, within which the students will be asked to apply a set of techniques for the analysis and the Evaluative interpretation of urban and socio-economic components at the urban scale, functional to the drafting of an urban and environmental regeneration program. In-depth seminars on specific topics will also be held. carried out by external speakers, for the illustration of topics and case studies that are considered relevant for the design activity developed in the Laboratory.

PROGRAMMA
	The course aims to promote the understanding of an integrated and sustainable methodology of the regeneration of parts of cities and urban systems in coherence with municipal and inter-municipal strategies aimed at improving urban, housing, socio-economic, environmental and cultural conditions of human settlements.

Urban regeneration is an opportunity to solve problems such as the lack of identity of a district, the total lack of public spaces and the high building density that makes it impossible to enlarge the roadways, the creation of green areas and even the mass planted with trees along the sidewalks. The disincentivation of the consumption of non-urbanized land, raises the question of direct and indirect living costs for the environment, which can not be underestimated if the perspective in which we place ourselves is that of sustainability: it is absolutely necessary to govern the territory with urban planning instruments adequate, able to curb new buildings outside of inadequate building regeneration programs. Programs that, in addition to urban redevelopment and construction, using sustainable materials and using alternative energy, promote the elimination of social hardship resulting from the development that characterized the post-World War II, with interventions that responded almost exclusively to the building speculation and revaluation of land rent. The redevelopment of public spaces, affecting the quality of life of the inhabitants and their sense of belonging to places can, in fact, constitute a decisive factor in reducing disparities between rich and poor neighborhoods, helping to promote greater social cohesion: in addition to the aspects related to the house, the interventions must be aimed at the redevelopment of urban infrastructures and the treatment of social, economic and environmental issues. The objectives of regeneration are essentially traceable to: the safety, maintenance and regeneration of public and private buildings; the drastic reduction of land consumption and waste of buildings, energy and water; the revaluation of public spaces, urban green spaces and neighborhood services. the rationalization of urban mobility and the waste cycle. the implementation of innovative digital infrastructures with the networking of Italian cities, encouraging home work and reducing travel and waste; the preservation of historical centers and their revitalization, avoiding to reduce them to museums
